Structure and Organisation of SULS

Representation of all law students was
a key issue for the 1983 SULS
Exaculive. To that exiant the Executive
was formed be bringing together a wide
variety of individuals, from the combined
stream, the graduate stream, from main
campus.and from law school o ensure
that the Executive was as refiective as
possible of the diverse student body that
it represented. The ability 1o have
provided services thal catered to the
intarests of s0 many different students
and get students involved in SULS
aclivities has stammad from the diverse
views, interests and opinions of the
Executive that drove what 3ULS was
able io-achieve this vear.

Theare was a greater emphiass s year

to ensure thal SULS involved all
studenis that were inferesied in being
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invialved and 1o tap into the skills of a
very talented student body, To that
axtent far the first lime SULS provided
far new commiltaes 1o alkow students 1o
get involved. Initiatives such as tha
sports commitiee and the aditorial
committaes for the pubfications certainly
proved a great success. We alsoc met
with the SCULS Executive very early on
toensure tnat campls siudents interesis
which had al imes been averloaked by
SULS in the past were adequately dealt
with. We formed a very good working
redatianship with Ihe SCULS axecutive
and thay assisted e greally o raach all
campus shadenis.

Social

social events are probably one of the
mostwell recognised activities of SULS
and the item of great concern io a lot of
law students. Law siudents are often
called to wark very hard throughout the
vear and iherefore ara very kaan on
being grean the chancs 1o lel their haw
down and party. The socal aganda in
19599 has been chock full of events
thanks tothe tirsless wark iof both Katie
Struve and then Phillippa Donovan, the
social director. There has been the
contmuation of the traditional Level &
cockiall paries, which have leatured
themes such as "Back to Uni Horror”,
"Arabian Mights" and "Fairground”. This
vear also saw the biggest Law Ball ever,
with over 650 pecple attending the
"Under the Water" Ball at Cockle Bay
Wharf, Dading Harbowr, There was also
the inaugural Sydoney/UNSW Law
harbour cnse, which saw 120 students
from Sydnaly spend a night a float with
120 LINSW law students. We have also
expanded the social events beyond the
borders of Law School to pubs- and clubs
in Sydney, with an Easler parly being
held at the Occidental Hotal and an "olel”
party at the Vivaz spanish club

Wea have also looked to mix the drinking
wilh thirksng &t our annwal tnvia night, A
tarpe number of trivie buffs competed
for fantastic trivia prizes, which included

dinner for & and a show at the
Harbourside Brassigre, a party for 15
paople al the Cormady Club, ickets to
tha Sydney Symiphiony Orchaslea Baing
the big lickel prizes. Thera have also
been & number af frese lunches
organised at Law Schoal in conjunction
with free movies and hands, which have
proved very popular.

We have also organised a number of
waekand Irips away. Al the beginning
ol the year wa arganksed a lrst year
arentation camp at Milson lsland, which
was allendad by B0 first years, This was
a greal chance for SLLS bo imform first
years what they could sxpect at
University and give them an opportunity
to makea new fnends.

Thus, Innovative aclions in Con-
tract and fort, including class actions, will
ecome more commaon &8s will suits for
mjunctions and declarations. | have
Dean surprised that thare has not been
more-of this, although a skim through

the law repos for the last year suggests
that there is a8 new awareness of the
usefulness of these strategies. Doubl-
less amployers will return the compli-
ment as appropriaie, So much for
shared goals and values, trust and co-
operation, which hawve, in many
workplaces, become meaningless jin-
ghes in any avent.

SHANGHAI WINTER SCHOOL

A moeith &t the East China Institute of
Politics and Law, Shanghai, proved to
b Ay Altracivie oplion for the iy S
dents from Australia and New Zealand
wha chase o travel to the People's Re-
public 1o study Chirnesa Law and Legal
Syslems in January, 19849, The ques-
tion of the effectivanass of ke changas
i China's legal system apparently ao-
companying the paliticat and economic
shift in focus from 1882, was raised im-
plicitly throughout the "Fifth Winter
School in Shangha”, In addifion 1o the
abvious benefits of travelling 1o anather
country and living for a maonth with many
ather students, phaysscally being in bus-
g, crowded Shangha alkowesd us o
place whal was faught in the classmoom
m its actual context on tha streats, and
also to gauge to what extant our lectures
reflected the reality of life and law in
Chima for its people

The course was really an overdew of
China's legal and political history, the
Cultural Revolution, and the vasl legis-
latiie changes implemented with he
open-door palicy and "socialisl market
goonomy” . The hefly amount of mate-
rial o be coverad in 8 relatively short
pariod of time meant that most aspects
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of the law were necessarily brushead
ower hastily. There were, for exampls,
fwio lectures on the Constitution of the
PRC, two on Criminal and Crminal Pro-
cadure Law in the PRC, ong on Foreign
Trade, one on intellectual Propery, one
an Company Law and so0.on. Meverthe-
less, as lecturers ranged from dig-hard
comfminEts. B irea-market constitubion-
alists (most memorably, the USA-dwall-
ing charismatic congrassman, Sumn
Chao) it was possibie to gel a fesl for
the competing interests still vary much
at play within China's educated elite
What was constant in Every eciure de-
livered, was a kind of nationahstic faith
in China and in the undefined notion that
"things are now batter," So that we could
gam an urderstanding of China's "cami-
nal alephants”, and alse appreciate the
workings of China's system of media-
tion, we were taken io walch the con-
wiction of analleged "swindler', and the
mediation of a joint tenancy disputa. 11
is Is slill @ point of contention amongst
Shanghai-ars, as to whalher these
evenis ware the real deal @5 we wens
told they weane, or whalher they wers
perhaps staged. Either way, they too
added to aur understanding af how law
functions in China, and how officials in
