There was discussion about how to manage debate within the consultation forum due to the
sensitive nature of the issues. It was noted that there are Zoom controls available to remove
participants or moderate discussion if necessary. There was also discussion about the timing of
the proposal, in particular, whether the amendments should be proposed at the Special General
meeting. After some discussion, it was agreed that the changes warranted a General Meeting of
their own to give time and space for adequate discussion and to ensure that members’ voices
could be heard.
